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I	was	introduced	to	the	operations	of	financial	markets	and	trading	when	I	visited	my	dad’s	workplace.	There	I	met	the	
CEO	of	TIAA	who	explained	to	us	how	he	got	interested	in	economics	and	the	financial	market	and	made	it	his	career.	I	
realized	that	many	people	make	money	trading	stocks,	bonds	and	other	financial	securities	as	their	value	rises	and	falls.	
I	 learned	more	about	financial	markets	by	reading	articles	and	books	related	to	trading	and	investing.	Out	of	all	the	
financial	securities,	I	decided	to	explore	the	stocks	first.	

Stocks	are	small	pieces	of	a	company	 that	people	can	buy	or	 sell.	One	can	make	money	 from	their	 stocks	 in	many	
different	ways.	If	the	value	of	a	stock	(that	you	own)	rises,	the	investor	can	sell	it	at	a	higher	price	and	pocket	the	profit.	
Or,	if	the	company	distributes	some	of	the	profits	to	its	shareholders,	then	you	can	make	money	from	those	dividends.	
But,	did	you	know	you	can	also	make	money	from	a	stock	even	when	its	value	goes	down?	It	is	called	short	selling,	
where	one	“rents”	a	stock	that	she	thinks	is	going	to	go	down	and	sell	it	immediately.	When	the	stock	actually	goes	
down,	she	can	buy	it	at	a	lower	price	and	give	it	back	to	the	original	owner,	keeping	the	difference.		

The	secret	to	successful	investing	boils	down	to	being	able	to	predict	the	future	financial	situation	of	a	company.	If	the	
company’s	revenue	and	profit	is	expected	to	grow,	then	its	stock	price	is	also	expected	to	grow.	On	the	other	hand,	if	
the	company’s	revenue	and	profit	are	faltering,	then	their	stock	price	is	also	going	to	go	down.	While	researching,	I	
learned	there	are	multiple	strategies	investors	use	to	predict	the	value	of	a	company.	If	their	valuation	of	a	stock	is	
more	than	the	market	value	at	which	the	stock	is	trading	in	the	market,	then	they	know	that	the	stock	is	underpriced	
and	at	some	point	its	price	will	go	up,	that	is	a	good	time	to	buy	that	stock.	On	the	other	hand,	if	their	valuation	is	more	
than	the	current	stock	price,	then	they	know	the	stock	is	overvalued	and	it	is	time	to	sell	the	stock.		

Based	on	the	above	understanding,	I	opened	a	virtual	trading	account	and	decided	to	try	my	luck	out	with	investing	and	
trading.	I	was	given	$100,000	in	the	account	and	given	two	weeks	to	invest	that	money	in	the	market.	I	bought	Nike	
(NKE),	Apple	(APPL),	Finish	Line	(FINL),	MasterCard	(MA),	PayPal	(PYPL),	and	Visa	(V).	I	ended	up	with	$101,000	which	
gave	me	a	profit	of	$1000	on	$100,000,	or	1%,	in	two	weeks.	That	is	equivalent	to	an	annualized	rate	of	return	is	about	
30%,	which	my	dad	explained,	is	a	pretty	good	return.	Beginners	luck	might	have	helped	me.	

There	are	some	things	I	could	have	done	better	while	investing	my	money:	

1. I	selected	the	stocks	randomly	which	resulted	in	too	many	stocks	from	the	same	category.	Visa,	MasterCard,	
and	PayPal	are	all	payment	processing	companies.	 I	 could	have	selected	stocks	 from	some	other	 industries	
instead,	thereby	giving	a	little	more	diversity	to	my	portfolio	and	not	have	to	rely	on	one	industry	too	much.	

2. I	kept	some	of	my	money	as	cash	even	though	the	overall	market	was	going	up.	I	could	have	invested	the	cash	
into	a	low-risk	fund,	like	an	index	fund	or	a	money	market	fund,	instead	of	keeping	that	as	cash.	

3. I	realized	that	in	order	to	be	a	good	investor,	I	need	to	understand	the	risk	part	more	and	not	just	look	at	the	
returns.		

The	past	few	weeks	have	been	full	of	learning	and	I	will	learn	more	as	I	spend	more	time	with	trading.	The	investment	
strategies	intrigued	me	and	so	did	the	ways	the	two	different	types	of	stock	trades	(long	and	short)	worked.	I	hope	to	
continue	with	stocks	and	successfully	begin	trading	when	the	time	is	right.
